The major problem:

NTDs persist in less developed parts of the world; poor, marginalised communities and
conflict areas. Despite the vast numbers of people affected by NTDs, relatively little funding
and attention has been received. Water, sanitation and hygiene and behaviour change
communication plays a major role in combating NTDs, but are often not embedded in

NTD programming, meaning that key opportunities to work collaboratively get missed.
